USA.

6) Be a U.S citizen or permanent resident living in NY or NJ.
7) Be of Middle Eastern descent.

The Awards for Community Service are presented to deserving candidates whose commitment to
Community Service reflects the mission and goals of the Salaam Club of NY. The Salaam Club
Scholarship Committee will determine the strongest and most worthy applicants based on their
fulfillment of all requirements. As we celebrate our 78-year anniversary, we're offering 3 grants of
